From I-70 or 50 Highway, take Route F High-
way, then turn east onto Cline Road. Turn right 
at Lake Paradise and continue down the gravel 
road until you reach the entrance to Camp Del-
Haven. We are approximately 30 miles south-
east of Kansas City, MO. 

We are able to supply transportation by means of 

a central pickup location in Kansas City.  The 

location is at the Gospel Hall parking lot on the 

corner of Linwood and Lister (near the VA Hos-

pital.)  The camp sessions go Monday thru Thurs-

day.  Pick-up time is at 10:30 AM on Monday, 

and the drop-off time is at 2:00 PM on Thursday. 

Most schools will allow students to be excused 
from summer school to attend summer camp 

because camp programs are educational.  In the 

past students have not been counted absent 
and received full attendance credit.  Please 

talk to the principal of your child’s school so 

your child doesn’t miss this opportunity.
