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“I will praise you, O Lord, with my whole heart. I will tell of all your marvelous works. I will be 
glad and rejoice in you. I will sing praise to your name, O Most High... I will rejoice in your salva-
tion” Ps.9:1-2; 14 
 

Here in this Psalm are found five expressions of the sanctified heart. Phil.2:13 remind us that “it 
is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure.” And, these verses in Ps.9 
give us a glimpse of that willingness that God brings out from within us. 
 
First of all, it is praise to the Lord that is willingly rendered with the whole heart. The word for 
praise here points to reverence and worship that is demonstrated by activity and not just atti-
tude. It signifies much more than just a silent singing in one’s mind. There is involved, from the 
whole heart, an overt and vocalized expression of confession and publicly declaring one’s praises 
for their Lord God. David expresses this very same sentiment in Ps.111:1> “Praise the Lord! I 
will praise the Lord with my whole heart in the assembly of the upright and in the congregation.” 
 
Next, the regenerated will, in keeping with its overtly praising God with the whole heart, re-
counts all the Lord’s marvelous works. The same word for whole in the previous phrase is once 
again used by the Holy Spirit for all in this one. The resolve of the will of the child of God is to 
enumerate and relate the whole picture of all the things that the Lord has done for them. Things 
that, in particular, prove that it can only be the works of the Lord, for only He could do them. 
Job 5:8-9 captures the gist of this expression: “But as for me, I would seek God. And, to God I 
would commit my cause -- who does great things, and unsearchable; marvelous things without 
number.” 
 
What is signified with the third I will  is the emotional expression of regeneration. There is a con-
tagious gladness that inclines one to literally jump for joy for all that is given to them in Christ. 
This internal emotion comes bursting forth externally in what the fourth I will describes: “I will 
sing praise to your name, O Most High”. Songs are the fitting evidences of inward rejoicing and 
thankfulness. The activity that is here referred to even includes the playing of instruments as 
well as singing. And, the subject of the songs is stressed -- the name of the Lord, the Most High. 
The regenerated will, most definitely, will sing of the very nature, character, honor and glory of 
the supremacy of its Savior and Lord.   
 
Finally, the fifth I will that Ps.9 describes is the capstone of them all. It is a resolve to rejoice in 
the Lord’s salvation. This particular rejoicing is literall y to spin for joy because our eternal sal-
vation has been contrived by Father God’s determinate council of peace and secured by the eter-
nal purpose of His grace and wrought out in the fullness of time by the gift of His Son and 
sealed, serviced and applied by His Holy Spirit of promise and power. May we all be made will-
ing to do these things.
